This book tells the narrative of a young boy whose parents are divorced and describes the special time
they spend together during his father’s visits.
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Richardson, J., & Parnell, P. (2005). And Tango makes three. New York, NY: Simon & Schuster.

This story shares how two male penguins create a family with help from a zookeeper.

Rotner, S., & Kelly, S. (2001). Lots of grandparents. Brookfield, CT: Millbrook Press.

Colorful photographs throughout this book show diverse grandparents sharing special times with their
grandchildren.

Shannon, G. (2015). One family. New York, NY: Farrar, Straus, & Giroux.

This book offers varying representations of families and caregivers.
