•	 When I have the child’s attention.

•	 One time only.

•	 Clearly and concisely.

I WILL GIVE ASSISTANCE…

•	 Before the child responds.

•	 With a calm and kind demeanor.

•	 In the correct amount for the child  
to be able to succeed.

I WILL OBSERVE THE CHILD’S 
RESPONSE AND GIVE AFFIRMING 
FEEDBACK…

•	 Immediately after the child responds.

•	 In a way the child can understand.

•	 To match what the child did or said.

I WILL CORRECT ERRORS BY 
GIVING… 

•	 Immediate feedback after the child responds.

•	 Encouragement and reassurance to try again.

•	 Corrections without interrupting the flow  
of learning.
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
