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THE ROOF
The roof portion of the Framework for Effective Practice is separated into three tiers of highly individualized teaching: 
Curriculum Modification, Embedded Teaching, and Intensive, Individualized Teaching. In the roof, the levels of support 
intensify from the bottom tier to the top.
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
