• Be flexible and open to other

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Responding To Each Family’s Unique Strengths And Culture

• Acknowledge the strengths of
families first

• Be respectful and learn from
differences

• Show openness to adapting practices 
based on family preferences

• Share decision-making
• Approach families as equal and

reciprocal partners
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Facilitating Effective Parent-Child Interactions

• Plan  activities  together
• Capitalize  on  the  strengths
• Engage  the  parent
• Comment  on  the  child’s 

development
• Use  of  materials 
• Video  taping
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Establishing  A  Collaborative  Partnership With  The  Parent 

Support  Collaboration  by: 

• Planning  jointly
• Reflect  on  how  well  the  activity  

went  together
• Asking  parents  what  they 

observe  and  what  they  think  will  
happen  next

• Listen  to  parents  before  sharing 
your  own  approach
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Positive  Parenting  Practices  We  Might  See 

• Parents see how they influence their
child’s development

• Parents recognize and support their
children’s emerging strengths and skills 

• Parents view themselves as competent

• Parents recognize they have what they
need to be good parents

• Strengthen  family  relationships
